Tournament Format

1. Play in Games Possible—All teams should keep Monday, February 22™ open for a
play-in game if needed. Each year we have more and more teams apply and season
records very close. Please know that this is a possibility, if the need should arise.

2. Opening Rounds—Play begins at 4:00P.M. Travel time will be taken into consideration
as much as possible for teams traveling long distances. The format for the tournament
weekend will be single elimination with a consolation bracket, assuring each team of
playing a minimum of two games, with a maximum of four games. Every team will play
one game on Friday and must be willing to play as early as 4:00P.M.
